Sanitation District requested that the City Council approve a joint tax
sharing resolution resulting from the annexation to County Sanitation
District No. 22. The annexation process required that a resolution for
property tax revenue exchange be adopted by all affected local agencies
before an annexation may be approved. By sharing the property tax
increment with the County Sanitation District, the City will not tose any
existing ad valorem tax revenue it currently receives from the affected
property. Staff recommended that Council adopt Resolution No. 14-89, a
joint resolution with the County of Los Angeles approving and accepting
negotiated exchange of property, as follows:
