In
addition, Tracy is a graduate of the University of La Verne with a Bachelor
of Science Degree in Organizational Management and is a certified
Distribution Operator If and Treatment Operator Il by the State of California
Department of Public Health.

The City Council welcomed her to the City.

It was moved by Redman, seconded by Rosales, and unanimously carried to
accept, approve, or act on the Consent Calendar items as presented, as noted
below. Due to a power outage, voting was conducted by show of hands.

City Council Minutes of the regular meeting of April 20, 2015, received and
filed.

Registers of Audited Demands in the amount of $1,023,908.07 dated
April 13, 2015 and in the amount of $673,386.33 dated April 20, 2015.
Approved as recommended by staff.

Staff Project List - The six-month staff project list is updated
approximately every six months and submitted to Council for review. The

attached staff project list was updated in April 2015 and serves as a short-
term action plan for current projects and long-term goals. Staff recommended
that Council receive and file this document. Received and filed as
recommended by staff.

— The Franklin
Sewage Lift Station is currently undersized to accommodate the wastewater
flows expected to be generated by the Gilead project. Therefore, a condition
of approval placed upon the Gilead project was to fund certain improvements
at the Lift Station. Council approval is necessary for the public works
department to purchase the materials and contract for the required
improvements. Staff recommended that the City Council approve a budget
amendment increasing appropriations in the sewer capital improvement fund
by $150,000 for the completion of sewer improvements. Approved as
recommended by staff.

— The Fire Department is
requesting spending authority to utilize Ground Emergency Medical
Transport (GEMT) federal reimbursement funds for the purchase of cardiac
monitor defibrillators and public access automated external defibrillators
(AEDs). These funds were initially received in late 2014 with additional
funding received this year. Staff recommended Council authorize the
expenditure of $128,000 in GEMT federal reimbursement funds for the
purchase of Zoll X-Series Cardiac Monitor/Defibrillators and Zoll AEDs.
Approved as recommended by staff.

Resolution No, 15-25 — A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF LA VERNE, COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES, STATE OF CALIFORNIA,
AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF AN AGREEMENT WITH MICHAEL
O’DAY TO PROVIDE PARKING AND ADMINISTRATIVE HEARING OFFICER
SERVICES TO THE CITY OF LA VERNE. Staff recommended the City
Council approve Resolution No. 15-25, authorizing the Mayor to sign an
agreement with Michael O’'Day to provide parking and administrative citation
hearing services for the City of La Verne. Pulled from the Consent Calendar
for more research. Pulled from Consent Calendar for further research.

Resolution No, 15-26 — A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF LA VERNE, COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES, STATE OF CALIFORNIA,
AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF A PUBLIC WORKS CONTRACT WITH CJ
CONCRETE CONSTRUCTION, INC., FOR THE 2014-2015 CDBG
SIDEWALK PROJECT. Staff recommended that the City Council approve
Resolution No. 15-26, awarding a public works contract to CJ Concrete
Construction, Inc., the lowest bidder in the amount of $46,937.50 for the 2014-
2015 CDBG Sidewalk Project and authorize staff to increase the project scope
to include additional sidewalk repair not to exceed the available CDBG budget
of $58,000.00. Approved as recommended by staff.

City Manager Russi reported on the two new projects for the Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program. He stated that the City Council
previously approved the 2014-2015 funding year for the Community
Development Block Grant Program along with the senior hot lunch program
and the sidewalk repair project. Two applications for new projects have been
received from the Community Services Department and the Police Department
for the removal of barriers for disabled adults within the restrooms in the
Community Center and in the jail cells by replacing existing toilets with ADA
accessible ones. Staff is continuing to work with the Community Development.
to allocate the remaining portion of the grant to benefit the City of La Verne.

Staff recommended that $43,000 of the unallocated CDBG balance for the
current fiscal year budget be approved for proposed two projects: and adopt
Resolution No. 15-27, approving the use of the unallocated balance for the

current fiscal year budget (2014-15) Community Development Block Grant

Program with the County of Los Angeles.

Mayor Kendrick declared the public hearing opened and called for public
testimony on this matter. There being none, the Mayor closed the public
hearing.

It was moved by Carder, seconded by Hepburn that $43,000 of the
unallocated CDBG balance for the current fiscal year budget be approved
for two projects: removal of barriers for disabled adults within the restrooms
in the Community Center and removal of barriers for adults within in five jail
cells at the Police Department and to adopt Resolution No. 15-27, approving
the use of the unallocated balance for the current fiscal year budget (2014-
15) Community Development Block Grant Program with the County of Los
Angeles.

Resolution No. 15-27 — A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF LA VERNE, COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES, STATE OF
CALIFORNIA, APPROVING TWO NEW PROJECTS FOR THE CURRENT
FISCAL YEAR (2014-2015) COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT
PROGRAM. Approved as recommended by staff.

City Manager Russi reported on the adjustments to the comprehensive fee
resolution. He stated that the City's comprehensive fee resolution is
reviewed each year in conjunction with the annual budget process. Changes
are made to reflect cost of services in accordance with State and local law.
Resolution No. 15-23, provides a fee resolution encompassing a majority of
City fees except for certain water and sewer fees which are under Resolution
No. 15-03.

Mayor declared the public hearing opened and called for public testimony on
this matter. There being none, the Mayor declared the public hearing closed.

Following the public hearing, it was moved by Hepburn, seconded by
Rosales, and unanimously carried to approve the fees as set forth in the
proposed resolution. In compliance with past Council policy, all fees are
scheduled to become effective July 1, 2015.

Resolution No, 15-23 — A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF LA VERNE, COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES, STATE OF
CALIFORNIA, ESTABLISHING A FEE RESOLUTION ENCOMPASSING
CERTAIN FEES AND POLICIES FOR SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE
CITY OF LA VERNE, EXCEPT FOR CERTAIN WATER AND SEWER
FEES ADOPTED BY RESOLUTION NO. 15-03, AND RESCINDING
RESOLUTION NO. 14-22. Approved as recommended by staff.

Inland Valley Humane Society Director CEO Bill Harford was introduced by
City Manager Russi. Mr. Harford reported on the Inland Valley Humane
Society’s” Getting 2 Zero” Program. He stated that the Inland Valley
Humane Society & SPCA (IVHS), the City's contractor for animal control
services, has recently adopted the "Getting 2 Zero” strategy in an effort to
end the euthanasia of healthy and treatable animals that are cared for by
their organization. In 2014, unfortunately it was necessary for the IVHS to
humanely euthanize healthy and/or treatable pets. The IVHS staff believes
that through proactive programs, such as low-cost spaying and aggressive
microchipping, the “Getting 2 Zero” goal can be reached by 2020. IVHS is
working with its member agencies to promote these programs.

It was moved by Carder, seconded by Rosales, and unanimously carried to
adopt the “Getting 2 Zero” strategy and approve Resolution No. 15-24
establishing La Verne’'s commitment to the goals and objectives which will
eliminate the euthanasia of adoptabie dogs.

Reselution No, 15-24 - A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF

Council Member Redman reported on the Celebrity Waiter fundraiser for the
Youth and Family Action Committee on May 2, 2015. She thanked all those in
attendance and all who contributed to the success of the event which raised
$35,000. She offered special thanks to Community Services Director Aguirre
and staff for their tremendous effort in hosting this event at the community
Center.

Mayor Pro Tem Carder reported that she attended Bonita Unified School
District ROP graduation with Council Member Rosales.

Council Member Hepburn reported that new Bonita Unified School District
Superintendent will be announced on May 6, 2015. He also reported that his
mailbox was broken into, but the La Verne Post Office replaced the mailboxes
and returned the mail that was recovered. He urged people to call the Police
Department if someone unusual or unknown is in the neighborhood.

Mayor Kendrick mentioned the break-in at Micky's Jewelry Studio and the
Police Department arrest of the suspects on the same day. Nearly everything
was recovered.

He stated the Community Yard Sale event was the best ever with great
attendance.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:23 p.m.
