Standards Code, and the California Green Buildings Standards Code, and the California Fire Code are
California Fire Code by necessary under the California Health and Safety Code. These codes are
Reference established to provide the City of La Verne with the minimum construction and

property maintenance standards that promote the health and welfare of the
general public to make buildings more efficient in the use of materials and

energy, and to reduce environmental impact during and after construction.
Since the County recently amended these codes, it was necessary for the City
to adopt these changes. Due to the State' s deadline of January 1, 2014, these
standards must be adopted by urgency ordinance.

It was moved by Carder, seconded by Ingels, and unanimously passed, to
adopt Ordinance No. 1042, as an urgency ordinance amending Title 26 —
Building Code of the Los Angeles County Code, Title 27 — Electrical

Code of the Los Angeles County Code, Title 28— Plumbing Code of the Los
Angeles County Code, Title 29 — Mechanical Code of the Los Angeles

County Code Title 30 — Residential Code of the Los Angeles County Code,
Title 24 Part 11 — California Green Building Code, Title 24 Part 9 — California

Fire Code, and the City of La Verne amendments to portions of these codes
also known as the 2013 California Building Standards Code, by reference,
with certain changes and modifications, and making revisions thereto.

6.     Clothing Donation Bin Update -   Clothinq Donation Bin Update - Staff was seeking City Council direction
Matter deferred to next City regarding clothing donation bins and whether to allow, prohibit, or regulate the
Council Meeting placement of these typically non- profit, unmanned donation bins within the

City. There are presently a growing number of these bins in the City,
primarily within shopping center parking lots. The Planning Commission
studied the matter in October 2013 and a majority of the Commission
expressed a desire to prohibit the bins. The City Council was requested to
provide stafF with direction as to their preferred approach to the matter.  Matter
continued to the January 6, 2014, Council Meeting.
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7.    Military Banner Program—  Military Banner Program— With the planned return of troops from Iraq and
Matter deferred to next City Afghanistan scheduled for 2014 and the completion of the Veterans Memorial,
Council Meeting staff believes that now would be an appropriate time to revamp the Military

Banner Program. Under the revised format, the City will continue to honor
active military personnel at City Council Meetings with a personal banner.
Matter continued to the January 6, 2014, Council Meeting.
